Installing the EC37 Thermostat

Materials included with kit:

· Wire Labels

· Plastic Anchors

· 2 Mounting Screws

· 1 EC37 Thermostat And Base plate Assembly
Tools Required:
· #1 Phillips (small) Screwdriver

· Drill

· 3/16” Drill Bit


These instructions cover the replacement of a previous thermostat unit and/ or the mounting/ installation of a new unit.

* Read all instructions, cautions and warnings before beginning installation procedures *
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  ! WARNING !
To avoid electrical shock and/ or damage to equipment, Power should be shut off at circuit breaker, fuse box, and/ or appliance before installation begins
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Typical Location of Thermostat



  ! CAUTION !
Do not install the EC37 Thermostat in a damp area (such as a bathroom) as this may lead to corrosion.
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   ! CAUTION !
When installing a new unit, wait until all construction work is complete and all paint is dry.
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Thermostat Placement
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Thermostat should be located on the inside wall of an often-used room. The unit should be approximately 5 feet above the floor. Do not place unit near a heat source or in direct sunlight. Do not place unit in a draft such as near a window or an open door. (see figure 1)
Removing the old unit:
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  Warning; To avoid shock and possible damage to the unit, disconnect power at circuit breaker, fuse box, or appliance.
1. Remove the old thermostat cover.
2. Label wires before they are removed. Label each wire using the wire labels provided, as it is removed from the terminal. (Make sure wires don’t fall back into the hole in the wall.)
3. Remove the old unit by loosening all of the screws that attach it to the wall.
4. Discard the old unit.
Installing the new unit

1. Prepare the wires by stripping the insulation to approximately 3/8” from the end of each wire.
2. Fill the wall opening with non-flammable insulation.
3. Separate the body of the EC37 unit from the baseplate by pressing the latch at the bottom of the unit.
4. Drill new mounting holes for the installation if mounting in a new place or if mounting into soft material such as plasterboard. (If necessary use plastic anchors included with the kit.)
5. Hold the base against the wall with the wires coming through the opening in the baseplate.
6. Attach baseplate to the wall with the screws provided.
7. Attach labeled wires to matching terminals. Make sure wires are secured between the black spacer and the brass terminal as shown in figure 2.
8.  Tighten wires securely.   [image: image2.png]


  Caution: Wires should not touch each other or other parts of the terminal. Mounted baseplate should appear as illustrated in figure 3. 
9. Snap unit body onto the baseplate. 
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
